Rehearsals
e Rehearsals regularly take place at Trinity United Church gym and basement on Tuesdays starting at 5:00
pm.

Concerts
« Students are expected to arrive at least half an hour before dress rehearsals and concerts in order to warm
up their instruments and prepare themselves.
